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Effect of Compound Salvia Injection Combined with Magnesium Sulfate Injection for

Abstract Objective To observe clinical curative effect of compound salvia injection combined with magnesium sulfate
injection for pregnancy- induced hypertension(PIH). Methods Selected 300 PIH patients in our hospital as research object and
divided them into the research group and the control group with 150 cases in each according to the randomized double- blind
method. The control group was given magnesium sulfate injection and the research group was given compound salvia injection
based on the treatment of the control group. After two weeks of treatment compared the clinical effect and observed change
of systolic blood pressure (SBP) diastolic blood pressure (DBP)and recorded adverse pregnancy outcome of the two groups.
Results The total effective rate was 93.3% and 74.0% in the research group and the control group respectively the difference
being significant (P <<0.01). After treatment SBP and DBP of the two groups were improved comparing with those before
treatment(P<<0.05) and the improvement of the research group was better than that of the control group(P<<0.05). The adverse
pregnancy outcome rate was 9.3% in the research group and was 32.0% in the control group the difference being significant
(P<<0.01). Conclusion During the treatment of PIH the combination usage of compound salvia injection and magnesium
sulfate injection can improve blood pressure and reduce the incidence of adverse pregnancy outcome in patients effectively
which has better effect than use magnesium sulfate injection only.

Abstract Objective To observe the clinical effect of Chanfukang granules combined with oxytocin injection in treating
postpartum hemorrhage caused by uterine atony after cesarean section. Methods Divided 136 cases of patients with qi
deficiency and blood stasis syndrome into the control group and the observation group randomly 68 cases in each group. Both
groups received continuous massage for uterus. The control group was given intramuscular injection of oxytocin for three days.
And the observation group was given Chanfukang granules oral administration with warm water on the basis of the treatment of
the control group for two weeks continuously. Recorded the hemostatic time the amount of postpartum bleeding the lochia

clearance time the uterine recovery time and the abdominal retraction length. Results The uterine recovery rate in the
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
