Abstract Objective To observe the clinical effect of integrated Chinese and western medicine on treating advanced
colorectal cancer. Methods Divided 138 cases of patients into two groups randomly 69 cases in each group. Both groups
were treated with FOLFOX4 chemotherapy while the observation group applied integrated Chinese and western medicine
therapy and additionally received Shenling Baizhu powder for treatment. Compared the clinical effect in both groups. Results
Compared the remission rate of clinical effect in both groups the difference being significant(P<<0.05). During treatment the
incidence of adverse reaction in the observation group was lower comparing with that in the control group the difference
being significant (P <0.05). Compared KPS (Karnofsky Performance Status) scores in both groups the difference being
significant (P<0.05). Conclusion The therapy of integrated Chinese and western medicine for advanced colorectal cancer can
enhance the clinical remission rate and prolong the survival time of patients. It can also reduce the incidence of adverse
reaction and improve prognosis of patients.

regimen for advanced gastric cancer. Methods Divided 68 cases of patients with advanced gastric cancer into two groups
randomly. Both groups were treated with FOLFOX4 regimen while the observation group was additionally treated with Jianpi
Yangwei prescription. Assessed the clinical effect
