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Clinical Observation of Warming-Promotion Needling Method for Secondary Amenor-
rhea of Hepatic Stagnation and Spleen Deficiency Type

Abstract Objective To observe the clinical effect of warming- promotion needling method on treating secondary
amenorrhea of hepatic stagnation and spleen deficiency type. Methods Divided 60 cases of patients into two groups
randomly 30 cases in each group. Warming- promotion needling group focused on Qihai point received treatment of
warming- promotion needling method accompanied with Zhongwan Xiawan bilateral Tianshu Guanyuan bilateral Zusanli
left Sanyinjiao right Fuliu bilateral Taichong Waiguan and Hegu and received treatment of reinforcing and reducing
method once a day for 10 times of one course. The selection of acupoints of reinforcing- reducing group was the same as that
of warming- promotion needling method group. The acupoints were acupunctured by reinforcing and reducing method once a
day for 10 times of one course. Observed the clinical effect after menses. Results The total effective rate in
warming- promotion needling method group was higher than that in the reinforcing- reducing group. Compared the clinical
effect in both groups the difference being significant(P<<0.05). Conclusion The therapy of warming- promotion method of
acupuncture for secondary amenorrhea of hepatic stagnation and spleen deficiency type has exact curative effect and its
curative effect is superior to that of reinforcing- reducing method.
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Clinical Research of Acupuncture for Neurogenic Bowel Dysfunction Due to Spinal Cord
Injury

Abstract Objective To observe the clinical effect of acupuncture for neurogenic bowel dysfunction due to spinal cord
injury. Methods Selected 160 patients and divided them into two groups with 80 cases in each. The control group was given
basic treatment like oral neurotrophic drug combined with bladder functional training. The observation group was given the
therapy of acupuncture based on the treatment of the control group. Observed clinical effect residual urine volume
frequency of urination and bladder pressure of the two groups. Results The total clinical effective rate was 85.0% in the
observation group and was 62.5% in the control group the difference being significant(P<<0.05). After treatment residual
urine volume of the two groups were decreased and the frequency of urination were reduced bladder pressure were
increased comparing with those before treatment respectively the differences being significant (P <<0.01) There being
significance in the difference of the two groups(P<<0.01). Conclusion Methods of the two groups can improve residual urine
volume frequency of urination and bladder pressure effectively and the clinical effect of the observation group is better than
that of the control group.
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
