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Clinical Observation of Integrated Chinese and Western Medicine Therapy for Acute
Biliary Pancreatitis

Abstract Objective To observe the clinical effect of integrated Chinese and western medicine therapy in treating acute
biliary pancreatitis. Methods Eighty- four cases of patients with acute biliary pancreatitis of dampness and heat in liver and
gallbladder type were selected as study objects and were divided into the observation group and the control group randomly
by using the random double- blind method 42 cases in each group. Both groups were treated with routine western medicine
combined with endoscopic interventional treatment while the observation group was additionally treated with compound
Dachaihu tang. Both groups received treatment for 15 days continuously. Observed changes of alkaline phosphatase (ALP)
alanine transaminase(ALT) hemodiastase and urine amylase in both groups before and after treatment. Assessed the clinical
effect and recorded the complication rate in both groups. Results After treatment the total effective rate was 90.48% in
the observation group and 73.81% in the control group the difference being significant(P<<0.05). ALP ALT hemodiastase
and urine amylase in both groups were decreased when compared with those before treatment(P<<0.05). And all these indexes
in the observation group were lower than those in the control group(P<<0.05). During treatment the complication rate was
7.14% in the observation group and 33.33% in the control group the difference being significant (P <<0.05). Conclusion
Integrated Chinese and western medicine therapy for acute biliary pancreatitis has significant curative effect which can
effectively improve clinical symptoms. It has less complication and great clinically applicable value.
